	Discussion Items:

	1. 2019 Season Planning.  Walt reported that 9 teams (5 Monday, 2 Tuesday, 2 Wednesday) have submitted franchise request forms.  Responses are requested by February 28.  Ed mentioned that there is a possibility of the SJR and With Ourselves teams both folding.  This would leave both Tuesday and Wednesday leagues with only four teams even if every other team returns.  Walt stated that this would require a re-examination of possibly combining these leagues based on economics.  A realistic budget is not possible until the number of returning teams is established.  It was also suggested that the work parties might be more effective if the activities were combined into fewer dates.
2. Memorial Walkway.  Bob discussed his preliminary report on the proposed memorial walkway, which had been distributed to EC members a few days ago.  A key question is whether to build out the walkway in phases as quantities of 100 engraved bricks are purchased, or to buy enough bricks (approximately 600, including blanks) to fill the entire suggested area and then replace blanks with engraved bricks when they are ready.  It was agreed that a small group would examine the site soon to understand how to best coordinate this walkway with the replacement concrete walkway that will be installed using GEWA grant funds.  Other questions included the brick size (4”x8” vs. 8”x8”) and engraving method (sand-blast vs. laser-blast).  It was proposed that Bob should continue with the process of establishing a preferred vendor and firm quote.  The motion was approved unanimously.
3. Hall of Fame.  In conjunction with the walkway, Ed asked whether the possibility of establishing a new Hall of Fame class should be considered.  The last such class was created in 2003, so players, coaches, and teams from the mid-1990s and 2000s would be evaluated.
