	Discussion Items:

	1.  Treasurer Transition.  Walt explained that himself, Jon, and Matt are currently listed as signers on the GSPSA bank account. The NASA credit union needs a copy of the meeting minutes identifying the change in personnel to add a new person. Walt and Keith will meet to handle the checkbook and P.O. box key. Walt will also define the process for renewing the P.O. box rental.
2. Field Conditions. Levi will evaluate the fields early next week (3/13-14) to determine what work is needed to prepare for playing games, including ordering dirt.

3. Work Party. Eric Chomko was unable to attend this meeting, but did communicate a list of items for a first work party (replace fluorescent bulbs, painting, repair one picnic table) separately. He suggested Thursday 3/16 at 4:00 as a date for this work party.

4. Teams. Currently there are 3 teams registered for the Monday league (Mudville, Beltsville O’s, Space Train) and 2 teams for the Wednesday league (Isotopes, Doyle Group). Hit for Brains, Phasers, and Bytes are expected to sign up soon. Jon will send a message to all captains with a deadline of Friday 3/24 to register so that budget and schedule planning can move forward. The season start is now proposed to be Monday 4/24.
5. Umpires. Options for umpiring were discussed. ASA needs to know the number of nights and number of fields that would be required. Their costs are $40 per game (slightly less for a doubleheader), plus an unknown registration fee per team. Continuation of the self-umping used in 2022 is also an option. It was noted that the quality of the result varied from team to team and even between players on a given team. Keeping the pitching mats for balls and strikes was generally supported.

6. Rosters. Returning to some level of regulation for player eligibility was recommended. Walt noted that validating player eligibility is a function that he had been doing which needs to be picked up. It was proposed that the number of guest players on a roster be increased to 5. The motion PASSED 6-0.
7. Executive Committee Members and Roles. It was proposed that Keith Evans be named to the treasurer position. Walt Moleski will be removed as an authorized signer from the GSPSA bank account. The motion PASSED 6-0. It was proposed that Neerav Shah be added to the EC as VP of Public Relations. The motion PASSED 6-0. It was proposed that Austin Frazier be named to the Web curator position. The motion PASSED 6-0. After the meeting, it was proposed that Taylor Thomas be added to the EC as VP of Rules and Regulations. The motion PASSED 7-0.
